STUDENT CHALLENGE: Our memory verse for this series is Matthew 7:24 (see below).
Challenge your child to memorize it and start the reading challenge.

ASK THIS: IHow can | support you in reading a verse a day from the daily reading
challenge?

WEEK TWO: Speak God's truth over the enemy’s lies.

Ephesians 5:14-17; Hebrews 4:12; Psalm 119:11

STUDENT CHALLENGE: Jesus used truth to combat the enemy's lies. Look up a
scripture that contradicts a lie the enemy has said to you.
ASK THIS: How would you live differently if you believed what God's says is true?

WEEK THREE: Real faith does not take shortcuts.

STUDENT CHALLENGE: List two ways you can resist the enemyis attacks this week.
ASK THIS: What is this month's memory verse and how does it apply to not taking short
cuts in our faith?
