Peter was a godly and influential leader to the first-century Church. What do you think are the top two 
or three qualities found in a good leader? 
  
OR 
  
2 Peter 2 is all about the dangers facing the first-century Church. What do you think is the greatest 
danger to the Church today? 
  
  
INTRODUCTION (5-10 MINUTES)  
What most stood out to you from Pastor David's message?  
  
Many view Peter as brash, uneducated and impulsive, rather than pastoral, theological and 
authoritative. Does this chapter change your view of Peter? 
  
  
INTO THE WORD (20 MINUTES)  
Read Matthew 13:24-30 and 2 Peter 2:1-10.  How do these two passages relate to each other? What 
principles can we draw from these two passages that strengthen our faith and perspective? 
   
Scan 2 Peter 2:1-22. What are some of the elements of the heresy that Peter is describing as coming 
from "false teachers"? 
   
How does this list relate to the world in which we live today? Is there similar false teaching under the 
umbrella of Christianity today? 
  
Read John 8:31-32 and Ephesians 4:21. In what ways can we demonstrate our belief that the Truth we 
need can only be found in Jesus? What is one Truth that has shaped your life which you learned through 
your relationship with Jesus? 
   
  
APPLICATION (15 MINUTES) 
Was there a takeaway from David's message that you are putting into practice this week? 
  
Discuss what would have been Peter's reason for including this chapter into his letter to the churches. 
How does it connect to your own life today?
