Why do you think these qualiJes are connected to a “richly provided… entrance into the eternal 

kingdom of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ”? 

 

 

A P P L I C A T I O N  

1. Daily surrender to hope in God: begin your day by surrendering your concerns, anxieJes, and 

desires to God in prayer. Acknowledge Him as the God of hope, asking the Holy Spirit to fill you 

with joy and peace as you trust Him. 

 

2. Rely on the Holy Spirit for empowerment: make it a daily habit to invite the Holy Spirit to guide 

your thoughts and emoJons, especially when facing challenging situaJons. 

 

3. Live for Christ, not yourself: ask God to help you see choices you are making that are self-

centered, versus others-centered or God-centered. When He does, respond in obedience to 

correct that choice.
