e Main Scripture: Genesis 6:5-8,11-13; Genesis 6:17-7:1; Romans 10:13
e Bottom Line: Even when we sin, God provides a way for us to be
forgiven.

Week Five: Let Us Make A Name

e Main Scripture: Genesis 11:1-4; Genesis 11:5-9; Revelation 7:9-10
e Bottom Line: God will always accomplish His will for His glory.
