Jesus promised the Spirit of Truth—the Holy Spirit—to guide us into what is reliable 

and trustworthy. The Spirit not only inspired the wri-ng of Scripture but also makes it come alive in us, 

helping us understand and apply God’s Word in daily life.

I N T O  T H E  W O R D  

Read: 2 Peter 1:21; 2 Timothy 3:16–17; Jeremiah 1:9; Acts 1:16; Hebrews 1:1–2; Psalm 19:7-8.  

What do these verses reveal about where the Bible comes from and why it can be trusted? When has 

Scripture felt more like transforma-on than just informa-on in your life? 

 

Read: John 16:13; John 14:26; John 15:26–27; 1 Corinthians 2:10–13. 

How does the Spirit of Truth guide believers into truth and remind us of what Jesus has said? What helps 

you discern whether a voice or influence in your life is truly from the Spirit? 



 
 

Read: Romans 8:14; GalaIans 5:16, 25; Psalm 119:18; Ephesians 1:17–18; James 1:22-25.  

When you think about the Holy Spirit guiding and shaping your life, what does that look like in real, 

everyday decisions—school, work, rela-onships, or future plans? Can you share a moment when you 

sensed a nudge, convic-on, or red flag from the Spirit that helped you make (or rethink) a choice? Have 

you experienced a moment where a verse felt like it was wriHen “just for you”? What was it? 

 

 

E M B R A C E  A N D  E M B O D Y   

(EssenIals: Seek God Daily and Worship God) 

The Holy Spirit, the Spirit of Truth, makes God’s Word trustworthy and alive. Seeking God daily means 

opening the Bible with expecta-on, asking the Spirit to guide and illuminate. Worshiping God means 

honoring Him by trus-ng His Word above every other voice. 

 

As a group reflect on these quesIons: 

• What prac-ces help you invite the Holy Spirit to guide your -me in God’s Word? 

• Where do you sense God asking you to trust His Word over other voices (the world, the flesh, 

the enemy) in your life? 

 

AcIon Step 

Challenge your group to begin each day this week by reading one passage of Scripture and praying: “Holy 

Spirit, open my eyes to see and live Your truth.” 

 

 

G R O U P  P R A Y E R  P R A C T I C E :  S C R I P T U R E  L I S T E N I N G  

P R A Y E R  

• Begin by invi-ng the Spirit of Truth to guide your group. 

• Slowly read John 16:13 aloud two -mes. 

• Sit in silence for 2–3 minutes, asking the Holy Spirit to highlight one phrase, encouragement, or 

step of obedience. 

• Invite those who are comfortable to briefly share what the Spirit impressed on their hearts. 



 
 

• Close by thanking God for giving us His Spirit to guide us in truth.
