(Essen@als: Serve Others and Build Deep Rela@onships) 

The Holy Spirit gives giBs so that together we reflect Christ’s heart to the world. Serving others with your 

giB is one way to live out the hope of Jesus.

• What might be holding you back from using your giB more fully? 

• How could this group support or encourage one another to live out your giBs? 

 

Ac@on Step 

If group members have not completed their Spiritual GiBs Assessment, invite them to do so this week. 

Also encourage your group to pray about how to use their results for God’s glory. If you have group 

members who have not yet placed their trust in Jesus, simply express you are so glad they are choosing 

to explore their faith. Help group members understand the assessment is a tool to help them begin to 

discern their giBs. Encourage group members to try serving in various roles to determine what areas that 

feel life-giving.  It is also helpful to ask other believers who know you well what giBs they see in you.

• Begin by reading 1 Peter 4:10 aloud. 

• Ask the Holy Spirit to highlight one person, ministry, or need in your church family. Pause for a 

minute or two to create space to listen.
